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The state government has declared government holidays for government offices and institutions the calendar year 2013. As per a notification issued by the General Administration Department following will be the holidays during the calendar year 2013.

General holidays

General holidays have been declared for Id Milad-un-Nabi 25 January, Republic Day 26 January, Sant Ravidas Jayanti 25 February, Holi March 27, Good Friday 29 March, Gudi Padwa / Cheti Chand 11 April, Ram Navami 19 April, Mahavir Jayanti 23 April, Buddha Purnima 25 May, It-ul-Fitr 9 August, Independence Day 15 August, Raksha Bandhan 21 August, Janmashtami 28 August, Gandhi Jayanti 2 October, Id-uz-Zuha 16 October, Maharishi Valmiki Jayanti on 18 October, Moharram 14 November and Christmas 25 December. The holidays which fall on Sundays include Mahashivratri 10 March, Dr. Ambedkar Jayanti/Vaishakhi 14 April, Dussehra (Vijay Dashmi) 13 October, Deepawali 3 November and Gurunanak Jayanti 17 November. Hence, no separate holiday has been declared for these occasions

Public holidays

Id Milad-un-Nabi 25 January, Republic Day 26 January, Holi March 27, Good Friday 29 March, banks annual account closing 1 April, Ram Navami 19 April, Mahavir Jayanti 23 April, Buddha Purnima 25 May, It-ul-Fitr 9 August, Independence Day 15 August, Raksha Bandhan 21 August, Janmashtami 28 August, banks half-yearly account closing 30 September, Gandhi Jayanti 2 October, Id-uz-Zuha 16 October, Moharram 14 November and Christmas 25 December have been declared as public holidays under the Negotiable Instrument Act. These holidays will be applicable to banks and treasuries under the Negotiable Instruments Act.

Optional holidays

The state government has also announced optional holidays during the year 2013. Every government employee can avail a maximum of three of these optional holidays as per his/her choice.

A government servant can available maximum three optional holidays in a year as per his or her wish.
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
